Rules and Regulations 
1. HUNTER CLASS: Hunter classes will be judged based on performance and soundness. Any additional specifications will be posted.
2. HUNTER CHAMPIONSHIPS: Championships will be awarded in accordance with USEF Rule HU138. The Championship and Reserve

Ribbons will be awarded to two of the four horses which have acquired the most points performing over a regulation hunter course. In
addition to these points, only these four horses shall receive half points for ribbons won in model classes and full points for ribbons won
in an under saddle class.

3. ENTRIES: Please enter via www.horseshowing.com , entries close Monday, July 28, 2025. Entries received after Monday, July 28, 2025
will be charged a $50 late fee.

4. STABLING: Permanent 10x10 stalls with sliding doors are available. Flooring in Barn B is pavers in the center aisle. Outer stalls in Barn
B are matted. Barns A & C have mats over stone dust. All temporary stalls are on grass/dirt. All stalls will be on a first come, first served
basis. Please use the stabling form to reserve stalls. All stabling must be paid in full by Monday, July 28, 2025 to secure reservation.
Stall fee is $275 for the show, day stalls will be $75 for one day, only if available. An official entry must be submitted at
www.horseshowing.com in order for stall reservations to be fulfilled. NO REFUNDS. Horses stabled on the grounds are required to pay a
night watch fee per horse. Nightwatch extends from approximately 9:00 PM - 5:00 AM. Trainers/owners are required to provide
emergency contact info for night watch personnel on forms provided in show office and affix to horse stalls.

5. CAMPER: Camper spaces are available on a first come first served basis. Please use the “stall / camper request form” to reserve your
camper space. Camper spaces are $250, payment must be included with form. Campers must be reserved by July 28, 2025, and
payment must be included to secure space. Please note that if your camper model requires a certain electric or water conversion, that
is your responsibility. There are a limited number of 50 amp camper spaces.

6. PRIZE MONEY: Checks must be cashed within 30 days or will not be honored.
7. ORDER OF GO: A computerized jumping order will be assigned in all “Classic”.
8. HUNTER COURSES: Courses may include brush, coops, in and out, stone wall, log, gates, and will be posted at the in- gate at least one

hour prior to each class.
9. JOG: In all classes over obstacles where the specifications require horses to jog, all horses being considered for an award must jog for

soundness (this excludes sections or classes with specifications that do not require horses to jog, and unrated classes). Horses/ponies
are required to trot a circle on a loose rein at the end of each over fences performance. Horses/ponies may be asked to return to the
ring and trot another circle at the judge’s discretion. HU118.3

10. JUMPER COURSES: Courses may include post and rail, gates, oxer, wall, panel coop, or any other combination of the above.
11. COURSES AND FENCES: The Committee reserves the right to change the obstacles or vary the courses at their discretion.
12. SCHOOLING: Schooling will be permitted only in the areas provided by the committee and only over practice jumps therein. Unauthorized

schooling in any ring or outside course at any time, except those times designated by the committee expressly for the purpose of
schooling, will be cause of dismissal from the show grounds.

13. REFUNDS: Refunds will be mailed 30 days after the show. Exhibitors must provide to the Horse Show Secretary, prior to 8:00 AM on the
day of showing, a veterinarian’s or physician’s certificate along with an Official Refund Request Form. A $30.00 processing fee per horse
or equitation rider will be deducted from all refunded entries. PLEASE NOTE: Once a horse or rider has shown in any class, they are no
longer eligible for a refund. THERE WILL BE NO REFUNDS ON STALLS for any reason.

14. CANCEL/COMBINE: The Committee reserves the right to cancel any class when in its judgement the entries are inadequate and to
combine or divide any class or classes should the best interest of the show or the rules of the USEF require it.

15. CHANGES: If necessary to meet time schedule requirements, show management reserves the right to move the location of classes and
just the time schedule if in the opinion of management circumstances dictate such changes.

16. BUSINESS: During the time of judging, no person will be allowed in the ring except on official business.
17. DISCOURTESY: Any discourtesy or disobedience to the judges or officials on the part of an owner, rider, or groom shall disqualify the

horse, and the owner shall forfeit his/her entry and other fees.
18. LOOSE DOG FEE: At competitions governed by the United States Equestrian Federation (USEF), the rules regarding loose dogs are

clear: Dogs are not allowed to be loose on competition grounds. Handlers found to be in violation will be charged $50 per offense.
19. ATTIRE: Exhibitors must be in the proper riding attire and wear protective headgear which conforms to USEF GR801.
20. NJPHA POINTS: Points toward annual NJPHA High Score Awards will be given only to the winners of a class who are members of the

NJPHA. Non-Members may exhibit and place in any class. For divisions where points count toward NJPHA, it will be the third class
of the division unless otherwise noted.  https://njpha.net/rules-and-regulations/

21. CHECKS: A processing fee of $75.00 will be made for all non-negotiable checks. Any returned checks not “made good” within 10 days
will be forwarded to the USEF for collection per USEF GR913. Returned checks, plus processing fee, must be paid by cash, money order,
or cashier’s check. If you have presented a non-negotiable check to the SCHS in the past, you may be considered a “cash-only customer”.

22. DOGS: All dogs must be leashed. Fine of $50.00 if caught.
23. RESPONSIBILITY: Sussex County Horse Show will, no in case be responsible for any loss or damage that may occur. It shall be a condition

of entry that each exhibitor shall hold the Sussex County Horse Show harmless for any illness, loss or accident which may occur by fire
or otherwise.

24. PRIZE MONEY: Hunter and Jumper prize money classes with a designated number of entries to fill may be run with less than the

designated number with appropriate surcharges. Surcharge fees will be posted in the show office.
25. ADDS/SCRATCHES: Classes must be scratched in the Horse Show Office prior to the start of the class/division in order to receive credit

and will be charged a processing fee of $5.00 per class. No credit will be given for classes scratched at the in-gate, nor will class fees
be credited once the class has begun. Horses/ponies not showing in classes in which they have been entered will forfeit their entry fees.
Once a horse/pony has shown in the first class requiring a division entry fee, it will not be eligible for a refund. Adds are to be made in
the Horse Show Office the day prior to a class. Same day adds MAY be subject to a $5.00 fee per class. Management reserves the right
to deny same day adds.

26. SHARPS CONTAINER: Competition management is responsible for placing Sharps containers in convenient locations on Competition
grounds and replacing them when full. Competition Management may fine any individual up to $100 for improper disposal of needles
or other sharp disposable instruments. See GR1210.4.

27. CREDIT CARDS: credit card payments are accepted and are subject up to a 4% processing fee, subject to change.
28. LIABILITY WAIVER: All exhibitors must sign the liability waiver online via www.horseshowing.com

Sussex Fairgrounds Equine Health Requirements 
All horses entering the show grounds must be accompanied by a negative EIA certificate (Coggins) within one year and documentation of 
Equine Influenza Virus and Equine Herpes Virus (Rhinopneumonitis) vaccinations within 6 months and you must fill out our health declaration 
form. Health Certificates (within 30 days) are required for all out of state horses. These documents must be available for inspection by a 
representative of the State Veterinarian upon request. Horses not in compliance with this rule may be required to leave the competition 
grounds upon request by Competition Management. 

USEF Membership Statement 

Life, senior active and junior active members shall be eligible to participate in all classes at Regular Competitions, Eventing Competitions at 
the Modified Level or above and Combined Driving Competitions at the Advanced Level, Dressage, Reining and Vaulting Competitions and 
Endurance Rides. A non-member may participate as a handler, rider, driver, owner, lessee, or agent at Regular Competitions, Eventing 
Competitions, Dressage Competitions, Reining Competitions and Combined Driving Competitions upon payment of a Show Pass fee. 
Participants in the following classes are exempted from the Requirements of this rule: 1) leadline; 2) exhibitions; 3) games and races; 4) 
classes for 4-H members; 5) walk trot and academy classes (academy classes are classes limited to horses used regularly in a lesson 
program); 6) USDF introductory level tests, pas de deux and quadrille classes; 7)assistant handlers in Dressage Sport Horse Breeding 
classes. 

Motorized Vehicle Statement 

Minors who do not have a valid driver’s license which allows them to operate a motorized vehicle in the state in which they reside will not 
be permitted to operate a motorized vehicle of any kind, including, but not limited to, golf carts, motorcycles, scooters, or farm utility vehicles, 
on the competition grounds of licensed competitions. Minors who have a valid temporary license may operate the above described motorized 
vehicles as long as they are accompanied by an adult with a valid driver’s license. The parent/legal guardian or individual who signs the 
entry blank as a parent or guardian of a minor operating a motorized vehicle in violation of this rule are solely responsible for any damages, 
claims, losses or actions resulting from that operation. Violations of this rule will be cause for penalties against those responsible for the 
child committing the offense. Wheelchairs and other mobility assistance devices for individuals with disabilities are exempt from this rule. 

The unsafe use of personal electronic transport devices, as determined by the competition officials and management in their sole discretion, 
that do not require a driver’s license to operate, including but not limited to segways, hover boards, and single wheeled scooters is prohibited 
on competition grounds. Operating such devices in areas where people gather may be deemed “unsafe use” if there is a risk of harm to 
others. If the operator of the device is a minor, the parent/legal guardian or individual who signs the entry blank as a parent or guardian of 
a minor operating the device in violation of this rule is accountable and may be subject to penalties. Wheelchairs and other mobility 
assistance devices for individuals with disabilities are exempt from this rule. 

Safe Sport Statement 
Reminder: All USEF Life and Senior Active members, as well as participants who have regular contact with minor athletes, are required to 
comply with the U.S. Center for SafeSport training requirement to be eligible to participate in the competition. All participants must adhere 
to the U.S. Center for SafeSport Code, USEF Safe Sport Policy, and the Minor Athlete Abuse Prevention Policies. More information about 
these can be found at www.usef.org .

All prize 
money will be credited to the entry’s account in the show office. Prize money in excess of balances due will be mailed to the designated 
payee and SS# and TIN on file unless otherwise directed within 30 days after the conclusion of the horse show. Each owner or payee must 
furnish the show office with an accurate and correct Social Security or Tax Identification Number before prize money is deducted or checks 
issued. Entries not competing for prize money are exempt. 

All class prize money will be distributed 30%-22%-15%-12%-11%-10% unless otherwise specified. If less than 10 entries in any class, 
surcharges may apply. Classes with $1,000 - $2,500 in prize money need 10 entries to fill and classes with over $2,500 need 12 to fill, if 
not, 6 are needed to run class as a 100% entry fee sweepstakes. Prize money will be distributed 50%-30%-15%- 5%. 

Some classes have surcharges and/or minimum entry requirements for complete prize money payout.

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	Sussex Fairgrounds Equine Health Requirements
	All horses entering the show grounds must be accompanied by a negative EIA certificate (Coggins) within one year and documentation of Equine Influenza Virus and Equine Herpes Virus (Rhinopneumonitis) vaccinations within 6 months and you must fill out our health declaration form. Health Certificates (within 30 days) are required for all out of state horses. These documents must be available for inspection by a representative of the State Veterinarian upon request. Horses not in compliance with this rule may be required to leave the competition grounds upon request by Competition Management.
	USEF Membership Statement

	Life, senior active and junior active members shall be eligible to participate in all classes at Regular Competitions, Eventing Competitions at the Modified Level or above and Combined Driving Competitions at the Advanced Level, Dressage, Reining and Vaulting Competitions and Endurance Rides. A non-member may participate as a handler, rider, driver, owner, lessee, or agent at Regular Competitions, Eventing Competitions, Dressage Competitions, Reining Competitions and Combined Driving Competitions upon payment of a Show Pass fee. Participants in the following classes are exempted from the Requirements of this rule: 1) leadline; 2) exhibitions; 3) games and races; 4) classes for 4-H members; 5) walk trot and academy classes (academy classes are classes limited to horses used regularly in a lesson program); 6) USDF introductory level tests, pas de deux and quadrille classes; 7)assistant handlers in Dressage Sport Horse Breeding classes.
	Motorized Vehicle Statement
	Minors who do not have a valid driver’s license which allows them to operate a motorized vehicle in the state in which they reside will not be permitted to operate a motorized vehicle of any kind, including, but not limited to, golf carts, motorcycles, scooters, or farm utility vehicles, on the competition grounds of licensed competitions. Minors who have a valid temporary license may operate the above described motorized vehicles as long as they are accompanied by an adult with a valid driver’s license. The parent/legal guardian or individual who signs the entry blank as a parent or guardian of a minor operating a motorized vehicle in violation of this rule are solely responsible for any damages, claims, losses or actions resulting from that operation. Violations of this rule will be cause for penalties against those responsible for the child committing the offense. Wheelchairs and other mobility assistance devices for individuals with disabilities are exempt from this rule.
	The unsafe use of personal electronic transport devices, as determined by the competition officials and management in their sole discretion, that do not require a driver’s license to operate, including but not limited to segways, hover boards, and single wheeled scooters is prohibited on competition grounds. Operating such devices in areas where people gather may be deemed “unsafe use” if there is a risk of harm to others. If the operator of the device is a minor, the parent/legal guardian or individual who signs the entry blank as a parent or guardian of a minor operating the device in violation of this rule is accountable and may be subject to penalties. Wheelchairs and other mobility assistance devices for individuals with disabilities are exempt from this rule.
