1. HUNTER CLASS: Hunter classes will be judged based on performance and
soundness. Any additional specifications will be noted.

2. HUNTER CHAMPIONSHIPS: Championships will be awarded in accordance with
USEF RULE HU138. The Championship and Reserve Ribbons will be awarded to two of
the four horses which have acquired the most points performing over a regulation hunter
course.. In addition to these points, only these four horses shall receive half points for
ribbons won in model classes and full points for ribbons won in an under saddle class.

3. STABLING: Permanent stalls with clay floors are available, temporary stalls with
concrete floors may also be used.
