
 
 

Open Breed Show Series – Show Rules 
 
Leadline  - Open to riders 6 & U. Riders are judged on suitability of mount and presentation of rider.  Riders may be 
asked to jog.  *Handlers in this division must be 18 & Over. 
 
11&U Walk Jog/Trot– This division is to youth riders 11 & U.  These riders may not enter any other riding division. Riders 
in 11& U may not cross enter into any classes that have a Lope/Canter 
 
Youth 14&U – This division is open to riders 14 years of age and younger showing at a Lope/Canter. This is a 
Walk/Jog/Lope/Canter division.  Riders in this division may cross enter into Open Walk/Jog classes, and any other classes 
that have a Lope/Canter. 
 
Youth 15 - 18 – This division is open to riders 15-18 showing at a Lope/Canter.  This is a Walk/Jog/Lope/Canter division.  
Riders in this division may cross enter into Open Walk/Jog classes, and any other classes that have a Lope/Canter. 
 
Limited Rider Youth/Adult – This division is open to Youth and Adult riders who have not shown at a Lope/Canter at 
other show.  This is a Walk/Jog/Trot division and riders may not cross enter into divisions and/or classes requiring a 
Lope/Canter.   Once rider has either won a Year End Championship and/or 3 or more 1st place ribbons they must move 
from this division. 
 
Novice Rider – Open to all riders (youth/adult) that have less then 5 years Lope/Canter experience in a show ring. 
 
Adult -  This division is open to all adult riders and is a Walk/Jog/Lope/Canter division.  Riders in this division may cross 
enter into Open Walk/Jog/Trot classes, and any other classes that have a Lope/Canter. 
 
Open W/J/T – Open to all riders.  This is combined for youth and adult riders. 
 
Gymkhana – Any rider under 18 must have an approved SEI headgear and be dressed accordingly (i.e. long sleeve 
shirt/cowboy hat).  Hats must remain on riders or a 5 second penalty will be assessed.  Beginner riders in Walk/Jog may 
not cross enter into other divisions.   
 
Halter – These classes will award placings 1st thru 6th place.  With the top two horses in each class returning for the 
Championship.  Handlers of stallions must be over 18 years old.  
 
Sweepstake Classes – Fee for these classes are non-refundable and the rider/horse combinations must enter and show 
at least 2 classes before the Stakes Class.  Checks will be mailed from Treasurer after the conclusion of show.   

Ranch Horse Division – This division is open to horses and riders of any age.  Appropriate equipment is required.  Classes 
are also pointed by the ECRRA. 

**Back Numbers – Back Numbers will be assigned as a rider/horse combination**
